Program Three

Any class size
Ideal duration - 4 hours

In this program, children take on the role of a
worker or a visitor at the Inn and, following task
cards, carry out the duty of that character.

For example, a chambermaid will get the water
from the well, heat it on the woodstove, take it to the
rooms in porcelain jugs for travellers to use, help
the traveller dress in a nightgown and then take
away the ‘slops’.

Other chacters include - gardeners, cooks, serving
maids, washerwomen.The students then enjoy the
meal ‘the cooks prepared’ for their lunch.
